Booktalking Theme: Movie Tie-Ins

Stardust by Neil Gaimen (YA)

Made into a movie summer 2007 staring Michelle Pfeiffer, Claire Danes, and Robert DeNiro Stardust is a charming tale of young Tristran Thorn and his adventures in the land of Faerie in the tradition of The Princess Bride and The Neverending Story. The story is by turns thrillingly scary and very funny. You'll love goofy, earnest Tristran and the talking animals, gnomes, magic trees, and other irresistible denizens of Faerie that he encounters in his travels. 

  

Cheaper by the Dozen by Frank B. Gilbreth and Ernestine Gilbreth Carey (Children)

The adventures of the Gilbreth family continue to be classic and enduring stories of family life at the turn of the twentieth century. They were also warm, funny, loving parents and their story is a good one to read out loud to kids, who invariably love this book. The only similarity between this book and the movie with Steve Martin and Bonnie Hunt is that there are 12 children. 

 

Where the Wild Things Are by Maurice Sendak (Children)

The much loved and award winning picture book will be released as a feature film in 2009. Children (and adults) are eagerly waiting seeing Max dons his wolf suit in pursuit of some mischief.

 

The Princess Bride by William Goldman (Tween/YA)

The beloved movie and novel is a story that has everything: "Fencing. Fighting. Torture. Poison. True love. Hate. Revenge. Giants. Hunters. Bad men. Good men. Beautifulest ladies. Snakes. Spiders. Beasts of all natures and descriptions. Pain. Death. Brave men. Coward men. Strongest men. Chases. Escapes. Lies. Truths. Passion. Miracles."

 

Golden Compass by Phillip Pullman (Tween/YA)

The much anticipated film version of the first novel in the epic trilogy His Dark Materials was released Holidays 2007. Golden Compass unlocks the door to worlds parallel to our own. Dæmons and winged creatures live side by side with humans, and a mysterious entity called Dust just might have the power to unite the universes--if it isn't destroyed first.

The Secret Garden by Frances Hodgson Burnett (Children/Tween)

After losing her self-indulging parents in an earthquake, a bitter young Mary Lennox is sent to live in England with her reclusive Uncle. There she discovers her bedridden cousin and a secret garden that once belonged to her deceased aunt. With the help of her cousin, the kindly Dickon, and a little magic, Mary can find a way to bring love back to her family. The classic children’s novel was made into a feature film in 1993.

The Spiderwick Chronicles by Holly Black illustrated by Tony DiTerlizzi (Children/Tween)

Upon moving into the run-down Spiderwick Estate with their mother, 13-year-old Mallory and 9-year-old twins Jared and Simon, quickly find themselves sucked into a dark and fascinating world of faeries. The very popular children’s series has been turned into a feature film to be released February 2008.
