Series Fiction:
A-List by Zoey Dean (YA)

The fast times of Beverly Hills most beautiful and glamorous teens drive the page-turning action of this stylishly written series. Recommended for fans of Gossip Girl.

It-Girl by Cecily von Ziegesar (YA)

Popular Gossip Girl character Jenny Humphey has transferred to Waverly Academy, an elite boarding school in New York horse country where glamorous rich kids don't let the rules get in the way of a good time. 

The Sloppy-Firsts Series by Megan McCafferty (YA and adult)

The fresh, funny series follows the intelligent and acidly funny Jessica Darling from her years of teenage torment to young adulthood.

The Knuffle Bunny Series by Mo Williams (Childrens)

Trixie and Knuffle Bunny are inseparable; that is as long as Trixie doesn’t lose him! The two picture books in the series show what can happen if Trixie and Knuffle Bunny are parted. Both books are seamless and supremely satisfying presentation of art and text.
The Weezie Bat books by Francesca Lia Block (YA)

Block's unique, poetic style draws readers into an intoxicating magical-realist world populated by empathetic, original characters (as well as a few ghosts, fairies, and genies), who struggle with the universal trials of growing up, finding love, and letting go.
Katie Kazoo, Switcheroo by Nancy E. Krulik (Childrens)

Third-grader Katie Kazoo has always wished to be someone else. And now her wish has come true! In each book Katie experiences a ‘switcheroo’ and learns something new. 

The Twilight Saga by Stephenie Meyer (YA)

Deeply romantic and extraordinarily suspenseful, Twilight, New Moon, and Eclipse capture the struggle between defying our instincts and satisfying our desires. 

At heart, the series is a love story between a mortal, Bella, and a vampire, Edward.

The Dark is Rising by Susan Cooper (Tween)

A classic award winning series, The Dark is Rising is an epic battle between good and evil and the role four British children have in the battle. 

Mercy Watson by Kate Dicamillo and Chris Van Dusen (Illustrator) (Childrens)
